Reading chunks of words is the most advanced of the three essential speed reading techniques. Applying this strategy

will allow you to read, process, or comprehend bigger chunks of words rather than single ones only. It was successfully
used by many great scholars, writers, and philosophers. Anyone can learn chunking words into groups.

Letters do not carry information — Thinking back to your school days you might recall being taught to recognize the
whole word, rather than each individual letter that makes up the word. Why? Compared to words a single letter does not
carry any meaning.

Words do not carry ideas — What | did not grasp was that individual words can barely communicate an idea or
concept either. This can be communicated much easier within groups of three or more words, or often a whole sentence.

Word groups can carry concepts — Using this knowledge, it is more effective to group or chunk words together in
order to achieve a higher and faster reading performance. The good thing is, the brain already chunks things together in
order to save time and energy or improve output.

How to Read Groups of Words — Chunking

» Expand your eye vision to recognize more words at each glance.
* Reduce eye fixation stops. Process groups of 4-5 words at each glance.
* Focus on nouns, verbs and compounds that carry ideas and concepts.
« Ignore filler words that do not carry a meaning.
* Reduce bad reading habits such as subvocalization or regression.
» Use reading chunks of words when previewing material.
+ Use a pointer to facilitate or precise hops and fixations stops.

[ Ui d# ] Problem-solution essays consider the problems of a particular situation, and give solutions to those
problems. They are in some ways similar to cause and effect essays, especially in terms of structure (see below).
Problem-solution essays are actually a sub-type of another type of essay, which has four components:

There are two main ways to structure a problem-solution essay. These are similar to the ways to structure cause
and effect essays, namely using a block or a chain structure. For the block structure, all of the problems are listed first,
and all of the solutions are listed afterwards. For the chain structure, each problem is followed immediately by the
solution to that problem. Both types of structure have their merits. The former is generally clearer, especially for
shorter essays, while the latter ensures that any solutions you present relate directly to the problems you have given.

The two types of structure, block and chain, are shown in the diagram below. This is for a short essay, which
includes the 'situation’ in the introduction and ‘evaluation’ in the conclusion. A longer essay, for example one of around

1,000 words, with citations, would probably have these two sections as separate paragraphs in the main body.

1. Why is cybercrime?
Cybercrime is not a specific criminal offense, but rather a general term for a certain type of crime. It mainly includes
two basic types: crimes against the network and crimes supported by the network.

Crimes against the network primarily involve network espionage, the creation and dissemination of network viruses,
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high-tech intrusions, and high-tech pollution. These criminal acts directly target the network system itself, causing damage
or destruction to it.

Crimes supported by the network, on the other hand, encompass a wider range of activities, such as online theft,
online fraud, online pornography, online gambling, online money laundering, online incitement or dissemination of
criminal methods, online infringement of intellectual property rights, online invasion of privacy, online terrorism, online
retaliation, and online stalking. These criminal acts often utilize the network platform for various purposes, including
illegal profit-making, dissemination of harmful information, and disruption of social order.

From the provisions of China's Criminal Law and other regulations, network crimes can also be subdivided into
offenses such as illegally intruding into computer systems, destroying the functions of computer information systems, and
creating and disseminating computer viruses and other destructive computer programs. These charges primarily focus on
illegal intrusions into computer systems, destruction, and the creation and dissemination of destructive programs.

In addition, there are also crimes committed using computer networks, such as using computers to commit financial
fraud, using computers to commit theft, using computers to commit corruption or embezzlement, and using computers to
steal state secrets. These criminal acts are carried out through computer networks to illegally obtain property, abuse
authority, or achieve other illegal purposes.

Facts and opinions are very different. Unlike facts, opinions express an attitude or a point of view about a fact or a
set of facts. People have opinions about how welfare should be reformed, about whether citizens should be permitted to
carry guns, about who is the best team in baseball. Opinions by themselves may be interesting to state, to hear, and to
debate. But they are of little value unless they are supported with evidence in the form of facts, details, examples, reasons,
and information. A statement of opinion cannot be completely proved or disproved the way a statement of fact can.
Statements of opinion reflect the point of view of a speaker or a writer.

One way to identify opinions is to be alert for words that indicate that an opinion is being expressed. Words and
phrases such as the following often introduce an author’s expression of an opinion. The following chart can help you
distinguish between facts and opinions.

1. What is a cause and effect essay?

A cause and effect essay looks at the reasons (or causes) for something, then discusses the results (or effects). For this
reason, cause and effect essays are sometimes referred to as reason and result essays. They are one of the most common
forms of organisation in academic writing. Sometimes the whole essay will be cause and effect, though sometimes this may
be only part of the whole essay. It is also possible, especially for short exam essays, that only the causes or the effects, not
both, are discussed. See the examples below.

. Discuss the causes and effects of global warming [‘cause and effect’ essay]
o Explain the high death rate in Chernobyl [‘causes' only essay]
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o Discuss the WTO and its effects on the Chinese economy [‘effects’ only essay]

2. Structure

There are two main ways to structure a cause and effect essay. These are similar to the ways to structure
problem-solution essays, namely using a block or a chain structure. For the block structure, all of the causes are listed
first, and all of the effects are listed afterwards. For the chain structure, each cause is followed immediately by the effect.
Usually that effect will then be the cause of the next effect, which is why this structure is called 'chain’. Both types of
structure have their merits. The former is generally clearer, especially for shorter essays, while the latter ensures that any

effects you present relate directly to the causes you have given.
The two types of structure, block and chain, are shown in the diagram below.

Scanning a text is a reading technique where the reader looks for specific information rather than trying to absorb all

the information. If you're reading a timetable, say, you want specific information usually and so look for something that is
convenient for your journey plans- when you do this, you are scanning.

Using this method, readers can skim over as many printed materials as possible in the shortest time and find the
information they need. For example, this method can be used to find the running time of a train or car at the station, the
flight time of a flight at the airport, the catalogue of books and periodicals in the library, and a date, hame, number or
number in the literature. As a reading skill to quickly find information, reading requires both speed and accuracy.
Specifically, reading has a clear purpose?? The whole paragraph is directly reflected in the brain without having to look at
it word by word. When the line of sight passes over the printed material, once the relevant content is found, it is necessary
to stop for a while, remember or remove it, so as to ensure the reading speed and accuracy, so the reading skills are also of
great practical value. In order to search effectively, readers should use the following skills.

(1) Layout form of materials. Most of the information is arranged in alphabetical order. Such as dictionaries,
indexes, postal code books, telephone number books and other reference books. Of course, not all information is arranged
alphabetically. For example, TV programs are arranged by date and time. The historical materials are arranged by age, and
the sports page in the newspaper is arranged by competition category (football, volleyball, tennis), etc. Regardless of the
source, it is arranged in a logical way. For example, to know when something happened, check the date; Who did
something, check the name of the person, etc.

(2) Chapter titles and descriptions. After reading, first look at the article title or chapter title to determine

whether the article contains the materials you need, or which part contains which materials. In this way, you can directly
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turn to that part for search.

(3) Catch the clue. The reader finds the chapter containing the required information and is ready to read it. At this
time, pay attention to the prompt words related to that specific information. For example, when looking for a track and
field athlete's performance in the sports page of a newspaper, his country name is a clue. Look for the names of people in
New York City in the encyclopedia. After turning to the chapter of New York City, the words such as population, census
and habits are prompt words. If you find the prompt words, you can use the general reading speed to obtain the required
information.
